The parties to this stipulatioh, Plaintiff, STATE OF WASHINGTON (STATE) and

Defendant WASHINGTON & NORTHERN IDAHO DISTRICT COUNCIL OF LABORERS

PAC, a Washington registered political committee, desiring to resolve all claims arising out of

the State’s complaint, hereby enter into the following stipulation:

1. Defendant WASHINGTON & NORTHERN IDAHO DISTRICT COUNCIL OF
LABORERS PAC, a Washington registered political committee, agrees to pay an assessed
civil penalty in the amount of $30,695 for violations of RCW 42.17A for failing to timely

2. The parties agree that $15,347.50 of the assessed civil penalty (one-half) will be suspended
based on the following terms and conditions:
