Asimov’s Rules for Robots
1. A robot may not injure a human 

2. A robot must obey the orders of a human except 
(1)  

3. A robot should protect itself except (1) and (2) 

4. A robot must always reveal the basis of its decision 
(“Algorithmic Transparency”) [NEW] 

5. A robot must always reveal its actual identity [NEW]
