The NSA is a key mambo,' of the U,S, Intelligenc 
Community, and they provide information "pl'Oducls a nd e ,'vices to the Depa l'tme nt of 
Defe nse, the Inte lli ge nce Communjly , govel'nlllent age neie , industry partners , and e lect 
allies a nd coalition partners. '" 1'he NSA Hlso hHs prim a ,'y respons ibility for all of the U.S, 
signa ls inte lligence gathering activiti es, which includ es co ll ection under EO 12333.2 A 
Janu a l'y 2011 version orthe NSA proced ures applicable to co llecti on under EO 12333, 
known as U.S. SignHls Inte llige nce Di,'ective (USSID) 18, have rece ntly been t'e leased by 
the Of'fice orthe Director of Nat iona l Inte llige nce. The refore, the NSA should have record s 
responsive to thi s request.

Nationa l Secu rity ounciJ with t he necessa ry information on which to base deci sions" 
rega l'ding a b,'oad range of topi cs, including "deve lopm ent of foreign , defense, a nd econOIll ic 
policy" a nd national security , I According to the Directo r of Na tional In te lligence ("ON!"), 
thi order "es tabli he the Executive Branch u'am ewol'k fOl' lhe country's national 
intelligence e fforts , a nd for protectin g privacy and civi l Libe r t ies in t he conduct of 
intelligence activities,"o and yet ince its adoptio n , sUl'veiliance activities have bee n ca l'l' ied 
oul und er thi s ol'der without adequate h'an pat'e ncy 0 1' public ove rsight, 

The Orel e l' bas t hree di stinct parts: Part 1 outlines the roles a nd re pon ibiLities of 
"national security and intelUgence e leme nls of lbe Executive Branch," Part 2 includes 
"lrjestrictions on the cond uct of inte lligence activities," and Part 3 addresses" ldl elinitions 
a nd general te l'ms,"6 The Attorney Gene ral , in particular, has a key role in coord inati ng tbe 
procedure adopted to impleme nt tho Order, Specifically , the Order r quires that rc 
e le me nts establish "impleme nti ng guide lines that must be approved by the AG ,"7 The IC 
e leme nts may "collect, reta in , Ot' disseminate information conceming Uni ted States 
persons" only "in accordance with procedures es tablished by the bead oCthe Intelligence 
Community ele me nt conce rned 0 1' by the head of a depal'tm ent containin g such e le ment and 
app roved by the Attorney General, , , after consultation with the Director of National 
Intelligence,"" The Order mandates that the e procedures a llow for the "collection, 
retention , and disse mination" of a bl'Oad I'ange of information of interest to t he IC," 

Som e of t hese procedul'es have, in the past, bee n publicly re leased , but most I'ema in 
ec ret a nd ma ny are decade out of date, For example, the Defense Departm e nt's 1982 

I'egulations imple me nting the Ord er are ava ilable at the Defe nse Technical Information 
Centcr l O Sim iJal'ly , tbe Army has pubUshed its intellige nce proced ures as of 2007,11 But 
most IC me mbe r have not published 01' addressed t he ir guide lines a nd pl'ocedul'es fOl' 

collecti on, retention, a nd dissemination ofcornm unications data uncle I' EO 12333, In 
I'esponse to one active FOlA s ui t, t he ON! has re leased the National Security Age ncy's

11 A a result of the t echnica l evo lution of Internet services, the 
private data of U,S. persons is no longer stored and processed only within our borders , 
Cross-border data Dow are I'outine, espec ially where large providers seek to back up data 
in redundant systems around the globe, Or to serve customers who travel intel'l1ationallyl5 
One form er Stale Departmenl oCCicial bas stated publicly that he filed a complaint with the 
Depa rtme nt' In pectol' Ge ne ral over activities that he says resulted in s uch broad 
co llection of American's data that it violates the J?ourth Amendmenl unreasonab le search 
and se izure prohibition. \G 

The Preside nt poke about the scope of fore ign inte lligence su rve illance in January 
2014, and issued a new directive regal'ding signal s intelligence activities , P,'eside nti a l 
Policy Directive 28 ("PPD 28").17 The PPO 28 requires t hat the "ONI , in consultation with 
the Attorney General, ha U en ur that all c le me nts of the 1 C e tablish policies and 
p l'ocedul'es that app ly the following principles for safegua l'ding pe rsonal information
