Despite this, he’s 
able to maintain contact with family, friends and 
colleagues in Nicaragua online, although he’s 
constantly aware of the threat of surveillance.



Daniel uses Signal to communicate with other exiled 
journalists, but is concerned about using WhatsApp to 
message his family. He receives occasional requests to 
participate in interviews by SMS and WhatsApp, which 
he tends to ignore out of an abundance of caution.

Daniel wants to be able to route both his phone 
and computer’s connections through Tor to 
protect his connection on untrustworthy 
networks.

Pain points
