Inquiries will be acknowledged in order of receipt
within 24 hours, with a more comprehensive response provided within 20 business days.
Additional time may be needed when declassification review or consultations with internal
World Bank Group units, external parties, the Access to Information Committee, or the
Board of Executive Directors are required.

Records that are only available in hard copy
may be reviewed in the Archives Reading
Room in Washington D.C. Research hours
are Monday to Friday, from 10:00 a.m. to

4:00 p.m. by appointment.
