regulations: 

 

1. (1) These Regulations may be cited as the Medicinal Products 

(Prescription and Control of Supply) (Amendment) (No. 4) Regulations 2020. 

(2) The citation “the Medicinal Products (Prescription and Control of 

Supply) Regulations 2003 to 2020” includes these Regulations. 

 

2. The Eighth Schedule (as amended by Regulation 5 of the Medicinal 

Products (Prescription and Control of Supply) (Amendment) Regulations 2018 

(S.I. No. 530 of 2018)) to the Medicinal Products (Prescription and Control of 

Supply) Regulations 2003 (S.I. No. 540 of 2003) is amended by inserting after 

the entry for “Influenza vaccine of a composition that has been approved for 

use in the European Union for the season in question” the following entry:
