edicated Technical expert group (TEG).

This feedback process is not an official Commission consultation or document no
an official Commission position. Nothing in this feedback process commits the
Commission nor does it preclude any policy outcomes.

In March 2018 the European Commission published its action plan: financing sustainable growth. Action 1

of the Commission’s action plan calls for the establishment of an EU classification system for sustainable

activities, or Taxonomy. The European Commission followed through on this action in May 2018 with a prop
osal for a regulation on the establishment of a framework to facilitate sustainable investment (taxonomy

regulation).

In addition, a technical expert group on sustainable finance (TEG) was set up by the European Commission
in July 2018 to assist in with the implementation of four key actions of the action plan, including the
development of an EU taxonomy.

Within the framework of the proposed taxonomy regulation, the TEG has been asked to develop
recommendations for technical screening criteria for economic activities that can make a substantial
contribution to climate change mitigation or adaptation, while avoiding significant harm to the four other
environmental objectives:

1. sustainable use and protection of water and marine resources;
2. transition to a circular economy, waste prevention and recycling;

3. pollution prevention control; and (4) protection of healthy ecosystems.

On 18 June 2019, the TEG published its technical report on EU taxonomy. The report sets out the basis for
a future EU taxonomy in legislation. The report contains:

® technical screening criteria for 67 activities across 8 sectors that can make a substantial contribution
to climate change mitigation;

® a methodology and worked examples for evaluating substantial contribution to climate change
adaptation;

® guidance and case studies for investors preparing to use the taxonomy.

This report builds on the work that the TEG published in December last year together with a call for
feedback on the proposed criteria for these “first round” activities. The TEG has also engaged with over
150 additional experts in the past months to develop technical screening criteria for the ‘second round’ of
climate change mitigation activities and climate change adaptation activities.

In addition to its technical report, the TEG has also published a supplementary report on using the
taxonomy. This provides investors and companies with a concise and clear explanation of why the
taxonomy is needed, what it looks like, and its ease of use.

The TEG is inviting stakeholders to provide feedback on (parts of) its technical report through the online
questionnaire.

® refine and further develop some incomplete aspects of the proposed technical screening criteria for
substantial contributions and avoidance of significant harm;

® develop further guidance on implementation and use of the taxonomy.

At the end of its mandate, the TEG will make further recommendations to the European Commission on the
need to adjust and complement their work on an EU taxonomy.

The TEG’s recommendations are designed to support the European Commission in the development of
future delegated acts, as proposed in the taxonomy regulation.

Explicit exclusion of some activities: We would recommend more explicit specification of economic
activities that are excluded from consideration (e.g., nuclear energy generation) vis-a-vis, included but
subject to defined criteria (fossil fuels power generation), or not yet included with eligibility criteria in
development (e.g., airlines, mining, etc.). Reference to these types of activities is present in different parts of
the draft, but not available in a clear and consolidated manner.

Explicit reference to eligibility criteria and metrics: The current draft of the Taxonomy provides a high
level of detail of technical screening criteria (e.g., CO2 kg per km or KWh). However, Do No Significant Harm
(DNSH) definitions rely extensively on supplemental documentation, including EU Directives, Best Available
Techniques Reference document (BREFs), and other policies, making it challenging to identify and
reference specific compliance metrics. This is particularly relevant for non-European market participants.

Explicit reference to types of expenditures: We would welcome further clarification on whether the
Taxonomy assumes equal eligibility for capital expenditure (e.g., equipment upgrades to enable fuel mix
transition), operational expenditure (e.g., purchasing of green certificates or sourcing of energy from
renewable energy), and/or R&D expenditure (development of new energy storage solutions that may or may
not lead to innovation).

Explicit reference to maintenance process: The Taxonomy stipulates ongoing review and revision of
technical screening and DNSH criteria. We would welcome clarifications on the proposed process, including
timelines, for criteria rebalancing, to ensure that companies’ activities are subjected to comparable eligibility
reviews.

The objective of the EU Taxonomy on Sustainable Finance is to bring clarity and consistency to the
definitions of sustainable activities. However, the current level of disclosure makes it impractical and
unfeasible for investors to adopt the Taxonomy for investment purposes. The success of the EU Sustainable
Finance Action plan will depend on the ability and willingness of the global market participants to abide by
the same rules. In addition to the highly complex structure of the proposed Regulation and the EU
Taxonomy, the Plan also relies heavily on an extensive body of EU-based legislature. While it may be
unreasonable to expect that global corporations and issuers would adopt European compliance
requirements to facilitate broader adaption of the Taxonomy by global community, we see a strong need to
simplify and streamline disclosure for companies globally (see our response to Question 6, Section 3).
