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Eight million pEoplE in northErn nigEria  
facing acutE food insEcurity

T he October 2016 analysis of the 
Cadre harmonisé1 expands its 

coverage to include for the first time 
16 out of 36 states, almost half of 
Nigeria. In these states, some eight 
million people are currently facing 
acute food insecurity (phases  3-5, 
October-December 2016). Due to 
the Boko Haram insurgency and 
massive population displacement, 
the three northeastern states, 
Adamawa, Borno and Yobe, have

reached extremely high levels of food 
insecurity (Maps & Facts no 44). While 
humanitarian access is improving, 
the situation remains particularly 
worrisome in the state of Borno, 
where nearly 60% of the population 
(3.3 million people) are still facing 
acute food insecurity (phases 3-5), 
including 55 000 people threatened 
by famine (phase 5). If no appro-
priate measures are being taken, the 
current food and nutrition situation 

is likely to get worse during the next 
lean season in June-August 2017. By 
then, the Cadre harmonisé projec-
tions indicate that the number of 
severely food insecure people in the 
16 analysed states could reach 8 to 
10 million people. Analytical tools, 
data collection methods and training 
for local administrations need to be 
further developed in order to fine-tune 
and expand the analysis of the Cadre 
harmonisé to all parts of Nigeria.

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OFFICIAL DEVELOPMENT ASSISTANCE TO WEST AFRICA

According to 2018 data from 30 member 
countries of the OECD Development 

Assistance Committee (DAC), official 
development assistance (ODA) has fallen 
by 2.7% since 2017. However, ODA remains 
a crucial pillar of development finance, 
particularly in the Sahel and West Africa. 
In 2017, the 17 Sahel and West African 
countries received a total of USD 13.9 billion 
in ODA, representing 9.5% of all ODA given. 
Moreover, ODA represents a significant share 
of government budgets and makes up about 
70% of the least developed countries’ external 
financing. For example, Mali received nearly 
USD 1.4 billion in ODA in 2017, which represents 
more than 40% of its annual government 
budget. ODA flows vary significantly by 
country and by year. While Benin, Gambia, 
Niger, Nigeria and Togo benefitted from 

strong increases during the 2015-17 period, 
ODA dropped significantly in Liberia and Sierra 
Leone. However, ODA per capita in these two 
countries is still more than double the region’s 
2017 average of USD 35.9 per person. On the 
other hand, ODA to G5 Sahel countries has 
been increasing over the past three years. On 
average, G5 Sahel countries received nearly 
USD 20 more than the region’s per capita 
average. This represents additional financial 
resources for these fragile countries, but also 
makes them strongly dependent on external 
financing. In this respect, the aggregated 
2018 ODA preliminary figures highlight a 
worrying trend: less aid is being provided to 
the countries that need it most, particularly 
in Africa. Bilateral aid to least developed 
countries fell by 3% in real terms; aid to Africa 
fell by 4% and humanitarian aid fell by 8%.

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L’AIDE PUBLIQUE AU DÉVELOPPEMENT EN AFRIQUE DE L’OUEST

Selon les données 2018 des 30 pays 
membres du Comité d’aide au 

développement de l’OCDE (CAD), l’Aide 
publique au développement (APD) a 
diminué de 2.7 % par rapport à 2017. L’APD 
demeure cependant la principale source de 
financement de l’aide au développement, 
particulièrement au Sahel et en Afrique de 
l’Ouest. En 2017, les 17 pays sahéliens et ouest-
africains ont reçu 13.9 milliards de dollars US 
au titre de l’APD, soit 9.5 % du total de l’APD. 
De plus, l’APD représente une part importante 
des budgets des États et environ 70 % des 
financements extérieurs des pays les moins 
développés. Le Mali, par exemple, a perçu 
1.4 milliard de dollars US au titre de l’APD en 
2017, ce qui représente plus de 40 % du budget 
total de l’État. L’APD varie significativement 
d’un pays à l’autre et d’une année à l’autre. 
Ainsi, alors que le Bénin, la Gambie, le Niger, 
le Nigéria et le Togo ont bénéficié d’une forte 

augmentation de l’aide entre 2015 et 2017, 
celle-ci a clairement diminué pour le Libéria 
et la Sierra Leone. Le montant par habitant 
de l’APD pour ces deux pays reste cependant 
plus du double du montant régional moyen 
(35.9  dollars US par personne en 2017). 
L’APD versée aux cinq pays du G5 Sahel 
a constamment augmenté au cours des 
trois dernières années. En moyenne, l’APD 
par habitant y est près de vingt dollars US 
plus élevé que la moyenne régionale. Si 
cela représente des ressources financières 
supplémentaires pour ces pays fragiles, cela 
les rend également fortement dépendants 
de l’aide financière extérieure. À cet égard, 
les données préliminaires aggrégées de 
l’APD 2018 reflètent une tendance inquiétante. 
L’APD bilatérale consentie en faveur des 
pays les moins avancés a baissé de 3 % en 
termes réels, l’aide à l’Afrique de 4 % et l’aide 
humanitaire de 8 %.
