CHANGES PROPOSED BY LC 477

WHO CAN USE THE E-CYCLES PROGRAM?

Households, businesses and non-profits
with 10 or fewer employees, any person
giving 7 or fewer CEDs to a collector at one
time.

No change.

WHO FUNDS THE E-CYCLES PROGRAM?

Funded by manufacturers. Exemption for
Funded by manufacturers. manufacturers that sell less than 50 covered
electronic devices in a given year in Oregon.

WHAT COVERED ELECTRONICS DEVICES WILL BE ACCEPTED FOR RECYCLING?

More electronic devices will be accepted,
including: VCRs, music players, DVD players,
game consoles, digital converter boxes,
cable receivers, satellite receivers, routers,
and modems.

Computers, monitors having a viewable

area greater than four inches measured

diagonally, TVs, printers, keyboards and
mice.



COLLECTION NETWORK REQUIREMENTS

Increases the number of collection sites
required in cities with a population of at
least 10,000.

A program must establish one collection site
for any city with a population of at least
10,000.

Includes a requirement that a program
ensures at least 95% of residents are within
15 miles of a collection site.

A program must also establish additional

sites to meet collections determinations set Allows DEQ to approve an alternative

method for convenience that adequately

by DEQ. meets local needs.
Eliminates the collections determination
process.
PROGRAM IMPLEMENTATION

MANUFACTURER REGISTRATION AND FEES

DEQ registers manufacturers and collects DEQ would collect its administrative fee
fees from manufacturers for covering DEQ’s from the producer responsibility
administrative costs. organizations.
EQUITY

Requires a producer responsibility
organization to provide convenient service
throughout state, including to rural areas
and historically underserved populations.

Not explicitly addressed in statute.

LANDFILL BAN

No change to landfill ban, which applies to
covered TVs, monitors, and computers. The
ban would not extend to additional covered

electronic devices

Except for printers, keyboards, and mice,
current covered electronic devices are
banned from landfills.

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Amendment Concepts — Registration

The administrative fee will be reasonably
calculated to cover all of DEQ’s costs, including
costs of registering manufacturers.

Statute will allow for exigent circumstances when such
notice is not possible

Update collector compensation language Compensationto collection sites to be calculated by a

* Formula may specify categories of costs (e.g., storage,
labor)

* Formula may specify factors for consideration (e.g.,
rates in urban and rural areas)

* Formulashouldinclude a minimum payment for fixed
costs regardless of amount collected

* Formula specifics set in rule

EQC may require through rules that compensation terms
be renegotiated at regular intervals
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Amendment Concepts - Equity

Ensure program provides equitable service to people
in Oregon

Collection service: Require a PRO to provide
convenientand equitable service throughoutthe
state, includingto rural areas and to minority,
lower-income and other historically underserved

populations.

Public awareness: Require publicawareness
campaign to include engaging with, and sustaining
high awareness of the program in, minority,
lower-income rural, and other historically
underserved communities.

PRO must set performance goals for collectionand

If goalsaren’t achieved, PRO must propose plan
changes for DEQ’s approval;if continue to
underperform, DEQ may direct program changes to
ensure achievement of goals
