With RPIC,
placemaking is defined as “a
collaborative process among
public, private, philanthropic
and community partners to
strategically improve the social,
cultural, and economic structure
of a community.”

CF-TAT grants help awardees
identify and plan for community
facility needs in their area. Once
needs have been identified, the
grantee can then work to find
additional public and private
resources to meet those es
needs. The maximum grant
award is $150,000.

DLT grants help rural
communities connect to
each other and the world,
overcoming the negative
effects of remoteness and
low population density.
Grant funds can be used to
acquire facilities, interactive
audio-visual equipment,
computer hardware, network
components and related
infrastructure. Funds also
can be used for technical
assistance and training

on eligible equipment. A
minimum 15 percent match
(not from another federal
source) is required.
