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e Common drugs implicated in dystonic reactions include many anti-emetics and anti-psychotic medications
including, but not limited to:

e Prochlorperazine (Compazine) ¢ Fluphenazine (Prolixin)
e Haloperidol (Haldol) ¢ Chlorpromazine (Thorazine)
¢ Metoclopromide (Reglan) e Many other anti-psychotic and anti-emetic drugs
